Pak-EDGE Packager Procedures

When adding a new drug to the library, add in the following format:

NDC = How the NDC appears on the bottle

Drug ID = NDC # in the 5, 4, 3 format with dashes

Line 1 = Generic Name

Line 2 = Brand Name, if the drug is the generic you need to add
USE FOR in front of the Brand Name. If a Generic drug without a Brand
name, list Generic Name on line 1 only. DO NOT REPEAT on line 2.

Line 3 = Strength
